High School. It is truly an individual sport, and 

one in which an athlete can challenge himself to 

win. 
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Track was revivied in the Pittsville High School 

athletic program in 1962. Coach John Hilstead was 

replaced by Ooach Elwood for the school terms 1963-65.

Coach Noel Denniston for those years was very pleased a~d 

proud of the track squad. Outst~nding tracksters

An extra incentive was added by Ooach Wyatt to

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introduction of the Skull and Crossbones Award. 

This award was to be earned by the defensive ball 

players. The defensive players must earn at least 

60 points to get the award. Points were given for: 

touchdown scored while on defense, blocked punt, pass 

interception, fumble recovery, individual tackle, and 

gang tackle. Each of the above had a different point 

value depending upon the difficulty involved. The 

Skull and Orossbones award was given to twelve players 

in 1967.

The 1969 Pittsville Panthers Football Team ended 

the season with eight wins and one loss, second in the 

Marawood Conference and ranked 18th in the final U.P.I. 

ratings of small schools in Wisconsin.

Panther football recJrd for 1970.
