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various dances and car washes, At the present time the club
sells refreshments at football and basketball games., Through
the years the club has grown in size, but has declined as an
organlzation, The club‘'s problems stem from lack of leader-
ship within the club itself as well as having a coach for an
advisor., It is unfortunate that during the coach's busy
geports season he 1s unable to give the club much attention,
The ¢ludb is very lnactive at the present time, The meetings
are held irregularly.

A pep club was formed in 1960 to help boost school
spirit. The pep 6lub has control of the pep sessions,
places slghs throughout the school to promote school spirit
and recognltion to the athletes, and sponsors the traditional
homecoming activities which include a bonfire, parade and the
dance in the evening after the game.83 The pep club is in
charge of parent®s night during the basketball season when
all parents of the freshman, Junlior varsity and varsity
athletes are introduced as well as all the cheerleaders’
parents, Basketball half-time entertalmment is also organized
by this groupe.

Although the pep club organizes most of the homecoming
festivities, the student council sponsors the homecoming

float contest, The student council members are also respon=

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glble for selling and collecting tickets at all home athletlc
contests,

The student activity ticket pclicy which has existed
since 1957, charges the student a flxed fee for the ticket.
This ticket 1s purchased on a voluntary basls in the fgall of
the year, The actlvity tlcket allows the student admittance
to all home athletic events,

From 1957 to 1966 the cheerleaders were selected by
the total student body. Even though selectlon was considered
a popularlity contest, it did seem to promote school spirit,
In 1966 the selection method was changed in an attempt to
rick girls on abillity rather than on popularity alone. All
class officers, student councill members, and various staff
members selected by the cheerleading advisor rate the girls
in varlous areas as they try out. The elght girls receiving
the most points become the varsity cheerleaders,

Up until 1966 the only sports cheerleaders were active
in were football and basketball. Due to the popularity of
wrestling when it became a conference sport, cheerleaders
were requested at all meets, Separate cheerleaders for
wrestling were selected using the later procedure method be-
cause of the already busy schedule of the regular cheer-

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The band falled to march or play at any home football
or basketball game the first five years. Slince then the
band has performed at homecoming games, but ususlly leaves
after its half-time performance. A pep band was created in
1964 through the interest and self leadership of the stu-
dents themselves., This band performs through half time at
all home basketball games, The pep band has 1increased 1n
number and improved its performance desplte the fact that it
is difficult to get all the members together for practice,

The school newspaper was originally The Wash Line,

then the Campug Echo and at present exlsts as the Hawk Tawk.
The school newspaper seemed to draw the students together
and was a means of ildentification with the school and others
within 1t.85 Between 1964 and 1966 the athletic news became
very popular with the students. However, since that time
the sports news and other features were not published regu-
larly. Consequently, the athletlc news was weeks behind

and no longer of 1lnterest.
