Research documents the variation in levels of offending and the official response to
boys’ and girls’ misbehavior (see Chesney-Lind & Sheldon 2004 for a nice summary
of this work).

Rape Victim Advocates’ Knowledge and Insight on Rape Laws 37

Although previous literature details the successes and failures of reforms of rape
laws designed to better support and protect victims, there is a lack of research on
rape victim advocates’ knowledge of and views about rape laws.

A Case Study of Thirteen Female Officers
Who Sued Their Agencies 63

This case study offers a detailed description of the experiences of 13 women who
sued their law enforcement agencies for sexual harassment or another form of
sex discrimination, using both q itative and qualitative methods. These women
experienced a wide range of negative workplace behaviors with deleterious impact
on their psychological, physical, and professional well-being. Outcomes were
worse for those experiencing more serious and/or frequent types of mistreatnient.
When the women reported the behaviors, they experienced myriad forms of retalia-
tion. Only 5 of the 13 women stated that changes were implemented in their agen-
cies as a result of their lawsuit. As a result, they exhibited considerable ambivalence
when offering advice to women who are currently considering such a lawsuit. None-
theless, most of the women (8 of 13) stated that they were personally glad that
they had done so.

Post-War Jewish Women’s Writing in French

As anglophone-based French studies increasingly open up to the purviews
and agendas of cultural studies, including those of gender and ethnicity, this
essay seeks to remedy a significant gap in that evolution. Beginning with broad
synopsis and then moving into closer analysis of individual texts, it plots certain
salient coordinates within French-language Jewish women’s writing of the post-
war period. Particular attention is paid to four broadly representative writers:
two authors who, on the whole, appear to exemplify the more traditional
concerns of the second generation (Elisabeth Gilles and Myriam Anissimov),
and two who, in contrast, exemplify a post-1968 episteme which is informed by,
though not reduced to, gendered structures of experience (Eliette Abécassis and
Karine Tuil).

Drawing on the ideas developed by Judith Butler in her book Bodies That

Matter, this article interprets Virginie Despentes’ first novel Baise-moi as a
literary reflection on the violent implications of the constitution and preservation
of a coherent female subjectivity. The first part of the article examines the
highly complex relationship that develops between Despentes’ heroines over the
course of the novel, showing that the two female protagonists cannot be reduced
to a single subjectivity. Building on this analysis, the second part then highlights
two principles of Despentes’ feminism: her refusal of analogical thinking and
her affirmation of contradictory identities.

The Perversity of Whiteness: Paule Constant’s White Spirit as a Gendered
Rewriting of Joseph Conrad’s Heart of Darkness

Natalie Edwards .. ettt sttt ettt st st bt e re e nenanenene 73

This article examines the intertextual references between Paule Constant’s
White Spirit and Joseph Conrad’s Heart of Darkness. 1 argue that Constant’s
novel rewrites the European male colonialist’s journey from a gendered
perspective. The techniques used to achieve this include infusing Conrad’s tale
with heavily symbolic female characters, with male characters that belie the
colonialists’ sexual perversion, with animals that take on human characteristics,
and with a colonial structure that emphasizes the sexually sordid aspect of
empire. The article shows that Constant writes empire as an inherently sexual
structure that impacts negatively upon all the characters’ psyches, but most
significantly upon women; while men suffer psychologically from the sexually
perverse colonial society, the quest for whiteness to which the novel’s title refers
transforms, denigrates and denaturalizes both European and African women.

Murder or Accident? Condé's Postcolonial Detective Novels

Postcolonial detective fiction has been the object of a growing body of
criticism since Ed Christian’s 2001 publication on the topic. According to
Christian, "the interrogation of suspects" typical of crime fiction becomes, in
postcolonial contexts, an "interrogation of society" that can only be solved by a
postcolonial detective inhabiting both "western colonial law and local culture"
(2). Although diverse, and certainly adding new content to the detective fiction
genre, postcolonial crime fiction ultimately leaves the genre’s structural
paradigm intact by preserving the existence of a murder, a detective, and a
murderer.

Three novels by Maryse Condé upset this paradigm and offer a different
message about murders in various postcolonial contexts. Traversée de la
mangrove (1989), La Belle Créole (2001), and La Femme cannibale (2003) all
open with a dead body and look at first like a standard "whodunit." But unlike
the stories studied by critics of the genre, Condé's postcolonial detective fiction
doesn't solve the crime traditionally. In fact, Condé's detective fiction revamps
the genre of the detective story by either getting rid of the detective, or getting
rid of the murder, or both. Most importantly perhaps, Condé's subversion of
detective fiction undermines postcolonial theory by refusing to see these
apparent crimes as postcolonial crimes, thus freeing her postcolonial subjects
from postcolonial theoretical determinism.

Assia Djebar’s La Femme sans sépulture: Anxiety and Testimonial Writing

In La Femme sans sépulture, the act of writing witnesses and narrates the
tragedy of Zoulikha, the forgotten heroine of the Algerian independence war. In
this novel, Djebar’s testimonial writing becomes more effective thanks to the
presence of a new component in the narration, which is a distinct form of
individual and social anxiety. Anxiety engages the reader more actively and
eventually induces him/her to witness persecution and historical injustice, to
recognize complicity in the human ordeal of suffering, and perhaps, ultimately,
his/her historical responsibility. By eliciting deep and comprehensive emotions,
the author also aims to create a new liturgy, whereby narrators and readers join
to recognize and transform grief and suffering into a more complex
understanding of life.

Responding to the Shadows: Reimagining Subjectivity in Tadjo’s L’Ombre
d’Imana

Véronique Tadjo wrote L’Ombre d’Imana (2000) in response to the 1994
genocide in Rwanda, for which social narratives that divide an us from a them
were partly responsible. Tadjo's text appears to mirror the social fragmentation:
the narration is divided between an autobiographical narrator, witnesses’
testimonials, and a third-person omniscient narrator recounting fable-like stories.
The combined presence of these three narrative voices seems to undermine the
conventional authority of each. However, read through the lens of Kelly Oliver’s
model of subjectivity based on witnessing, the text illustrates a new method of
listening to others without reducing their narratives to fit in pre-existing
categories. On one level, the narrator demonstrates the practice of hearing
witness testimony beyond recognition; on another level, the text calls on the
reader to repeat the practice in order to hear the author’s account of her
experience, communicated by all three narrative voices.

Reinterpreting the Griselda Legend: Sainctonge Versus Perrault

PeFry GEIANET ...t cr et esees et e sn s sense e i s neneness 48

The Griselda story celebrates the extreme humility, modesty and obedience
displayed by a model wife to her unreasonable and dictatorial husband, who,
after imposing a series of psychological torments and humiliations, takes her
back and reunites her with their children. Sainctonge, one of the rare female
writers to adapt the story, rejected all the misogynist elements in Perrault’s
version. Whereas Perrault emphasizes the religious allegory and presents the
husband in a favorable light, she presents a more egalitarian view of marriage
and a less masochistic view of religion. Her various additions and changes to
plot and characterization show her concern for the dignity and self-esteem of
women. The husband’s instinctive cruelty, the wife’s resigned submissiveness
and the improbable happy ending suggest that Sainctonge intended her play to
serve as a critique of current marriage norms.

Widows and Riccoboni’s Lettres d’Adélaide de Dammartin

Marijn 8. KAPIAn ..ot ns e 58

In eighteenth-century France, widows appeared to possess more social and
economic freedom than both their married and never-married counterparts due
to the independence they had acquired from husbands, fathers, and brothers.
Marie Jeanne Riccoboni (1713-1792) exemplified the widow’s privileged
position in her oeuvre well before experiencing it herself; her 1767 epistolary
novel Lettres d’Adélaide de Dammartin features no less than three widows. In
retracing their various paths to widowhood, Riccoboni denounces marriage and
its impact on women. Paradoxically though, all the widows have remarried
when the novel ends. Suzan van Dijk has tracked this paradox to an earlier
version of the novel Riccoboni wrote for a periodical and ascribes the surprise
ending to the altered genre requirements. In conjunction with van Dijk’s work, I
analyze the role widows play in this novel. I argue that, although the feminist
message is indeed diluted from the periodical to the novel, the author
nevertheless uses the widows in Lettres d’Adélaide de Dammartin as a vehicle
for her feminism and additionally, to formulate a stronger feminist message for
her subsequent novel, Lettres d’Elisabeth Sophie de Valliére (1772).

III. MEMORY, EXILE AND THE SUBJECT

Secret Rooms and Borrowed Pianos: Gaby Casadesus, Lucie Delécluse, and
Franco-American Musical Preservation During the Second World War

In September 1939, as American musicians studying and performing at the
Conservatoire Américain de Fontainebleau fled for safer grounds, France
declared war on Germany. Intent on preserving the Franco-American musical
exchange fostered by the Conservatoire, pianist Gaby Casadesus made
arrangements for the school to operate in the United States, providing a
European atmosphere for students and offering colleagues a safe haven in which
to teach and perform for the duration of the hostilities. In Fontainebleau,
Conservatoire administrator Lucie Delécluse conspired with French guards at
the Palais de Fontainebleau, home to the Conservatoire, hiding music, autograph
scores, manuscripts, and artwork behind a false wall. This article examines the
relationship between French and American musicians as war-time allies and
artistic partners in a vast interchange of approaches and aesthetics, and both
women'’s stories create a rarely seen side of cultural life and advocacy during the
war.

Se retourner dans la langue: Réécriture de mythes et contes occidentaux
dans I’ceuvre de Linda L&

Linda Lé est une écrivaine francophone née au Vietnam en 1963, exilée en
France & I’dge de quatorze ans. Elle inscrit dans la fibre des mythes et contes
occidentaux — tous deux fondateurs d’une culture — I’expérience post-
coloniale et déconstructrice de I’exilé. C’est ainsi que le conte de Hansel et
Gretel devient celui d’un enfant errant loin de sa patrie (« Les pieds nus »,
1995). Le mythe altéré d’Orphée qui en découle ne dépeint plus le poéte se
retournant vers sa bien-aimée, Eurydice, mais 1’écrivaine déplacée qui, au son
d’une lyre d’emprunt, se retourne dans sa langue d’écriture.

Reconfiguring the Self: A Study of Latifa Ben Mansour’s L’Année de
Déclipse Through Political, Psychological, and Stylistic Lenses

Jane E. Evans

Latifa Ben Mansour’s third novel, L’dnnée de [’éclipse (Calmann-Lévy
2001), has prompted a study of the political, psychological, and stylistic
elements that characterize protagonist Hayba’s journey from grief to joy
between November 1998 and July 1999. A new widow bereft of both.her
daughter and husband, Hayba must confront her most painful memories of loss
in order to reconfigure her life in Paris, France, as a single, future parent. Hayba
is an Algerian woman who has fled her homeland in order to escape further
violence directed by Muslim religious extremists at westernized, well-educated
citizens. As such, she typifies the plight of thousands of intellectual Algériennes
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of the past two decades. The novel itself, based on historical events from 1998 to
1999, belongs to the littérature de témoignage of the late twentieth and early
twenty-first centuries.

Can the Subjected Speak?—Giving a Voice to the Voiceless in Moi,
Uinterdite by Ananda Devi and Une Femme de rien by Maryline Desbiolles

JeAN ANAEFSON ...t 108

In her 1987 novel Une Femme de rien, Maryline Desbiolles creates a central
female character whose presence in the narrative seems at first sight to be that of
a socially marginalized and voiceless victim, incapable of speaking in the
Spivakian sense. The nameless heroine and first-person narrator of Ananda
Devi’s Moi l'interdite (2000) is also excluded and deprived of human contact.
Both women therefore clearly present characteristics of passivity and
objectification. This study argues, however, that a deeper reading of both books,
taking into account the authors’ narrative strategies and in relation to more
subtle concepts of agency such as those proposed by Armstrong, based in part
on the work of Deleuze and Guattari, reveals a very different picture. Exclusion
and apparent passivity, if self-contained and in literary form, can indeed be read
as integrity and autonomy.

IV. RECONFIGURING GENDER AND GENRE:
PHILOSOPHY, FICTION AND FILM

Genre Trouble in Nicole Brossard's Un livre

Nicole Brossard, a Francophone Québécoise feminist author, published one
of her first and most obscure novels, un livre, in 1970. This “book™ as it is
playfully titled is just less than one hundred pages long (there are two pages
ninety-nine), and it resembles poetry more than the “roman” it claims to be on
its cover. With wide margins, a lack of punctuation, unorthodox capitalization,
lines with sometimes just one or two words, and the inclusion of charts, lists,
self-citation and other non-standard techniques, Brossard’s text challenges both
genre and her readers’ interpretive skills while drawing in the hors-texte that she
calls “précieux” (7). This essay demonstrates that by calling attention to the
physical space of the book, Brossard invites her readers into the spaces,
ambiguities and in-betweens of genre, thereby writing a new feminine fiction
through their reading.

Ceci n’est pas Colette: Writing, Performance and Identity in Colette’s Mes
Apprentissages

Tama Lea ENGeIRing...........ccuiieiimorcreoneiceteeinenirncneenesesenessesenncseoneenecssens 124

Colette’s 1936 memoir, Mes Apprentissages, chronicles the lessons in
performance she learned from her husband Willy, and how those lessons shaped
her identity as a writer. Colette situates her writing debut in the theatrical
context of the Belle Epoque, and describes how she came to writing wearing the
mask of Claudine, the character she created and impersonated in public. By
presenting the writing subject as a pose, and writing as a spectacle associated
with masks, artifice, and role playing, Mes Apprentissages undermines
autobiographical approaches to reading Colette’s work.

A Dialogics and Ethics of Love: Luce Irigaray’s The Way of Love

There is a long-standing custom in the West that talk of love belongs to the
realm of the personal, of intimate discourse, or to representations of this realm.
Since the binary categories of gender dictate that the character traits of the sexes
are exclusive and oppositional, the early association of males with reason by
Greek philosophers led to the concomitant alignment of women with emotion,
that which clouds reason and renders judgment unstable and unreliable. As a
discourse, love is therefore historically associated with women, and its
invocation serves to reinforce their assignment to the category of lesser Other,
occupied with the personal and the concrete rather than with the public and the
abstract. In the last decade or so, a handful of established feminist theorists have
undertaken a recoding of this trivialization of women and love. After elaborating
their own revisionist systems of thought that reposition Woman in philosophical
discourse, trailblazers Carol Gilligan, Luce Irigaray, Teresa de Lauretis, and
Kaja Silverman have taken up a discourse of love, each for her own reasons and
in a particular relation to her work. In this essay, I will examine how the work of
French feminist philosopher Luce Irigaray has evolved into an exploration of
love and what that means for the philosophy of sexual difference she has been
articulating for the last thirty years.

Filming Adolescence: Anne-Sophie Birot’s Les Filles ne savent pas nager

At no other time have so many young women directors been producing
feature films highlighting the trepidations of being a mother, daughter and
(girl)friend, so much so that, since the mid-1990s, the French film industry has
been speaking of a feminization of the profession. Offering a backdrop of films
by contemporary French women directors, this article studies the history of a
relatively undefined genre within French cinema: the coming-of-age film in the
feminine. Following a brief history of this possible genre, the article investigates
the extent to which Annie-Sophie Birot’s first feature film, Les Filles ne savent
pas nager (2000) represents both past films d’adolescence and films
contemporaneous to her project.

V. CRUEL LAUGHTER AND WOMEN’S HUMOUR

From “Le Torrent” to La Cage: Laughter in Anne Hébert’s Work
Annabelle M. Rea
Francois Perrault’s declaration in the 1945 novella “Le Torrent,” “je ne

savais ni jouer ni rire,” serves as the starting point for an exploration of laughter

in Anne Hébert’s writing. A brief summary of interdisciplinary research on
laughter and play introduces the analysis of “Le Torrent” and the 1990 scenario,

La Cage. Female laughter in the novella, sometimes entirely absent, at other

times seemingly omnipresent, contrasts with the sadistic laughter of Frangois

Perrault. Such “toxic” male laughter carries over to Elzéar Corriveau and John

Crebessa of La Cage, while the woman protagonist in the play, Ludivine

Corriveau, is at first able to laugh and play only within the freedom of dream.

She later meets a painter, Hyacinthe, named for the mythological character

associated with sport and play, and, with his help, triumphs over the injustice of

her historical fate. In the context of Quebec’s early lack of literary humor, Anne

Hébert has expressed her plea for the universal right to the freedom of a playful,

laughing childhood and to similarly intoxicating joys that, as true gifts, revisit

the adult.
